Take no thought
When there is nothing left, it is not a final conclusion of what will be. Being emptied out is enough for God to starts us over with. “Nothing” is a good place for God to build on. It is so like God to take what is not there and make something out of nothing. “And God said, Let there be …and it was” Genesis 1. It was into the nothingness that God brought forth from the invisible into the visible.
