Teaching and Preaching


There is a difference between the taught word and the preached word. Teaching is for the body of Christ so that they may be equipped for the work of God. Preaching is for the unbeliever, Romans 10:15, “And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things! Mark 6:12 states, “And they went out, and preached that men should repent.” Where ever preach or preached is mentioned it relates to preaching the good news unto repentance and salvation. However, when we see the word teach it relates to edifying and building up the church to do the works and to become equipped in the gifts and the making of disciples. “And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ” Ephesians 4:11-12.

Preaching to the body keeps the body in a state of infancy and dependency. Teaching releases the body to do the works. Preaching makes the body dependent on man; teaching makes the body dependent on God. Teaching is feared because it brings deliverance from a system that have far too long kept us inside four walls Sunday mornings and Wednesday nights.  Teachings spurs the hearts to hearken unto its destiny, God’s calling for their lives. Teaching makes pastors, evangelist, teachers, preachers, and apostles. Moving into one’s destiny means moving out from ones current position which is usually under the influence and control of one that is lost in preaching in a pastor’s role. 

A person called to preach is called to soul win. His or her place is in the harvest. A person called to pastor is one gifted to teach or instruct for future release of those being taught. Too many preachers are in the pulpit when they should be in the prisons, the market place, the highways and the byways preaching salvation to the lost. The word says that Jesus preached in the highways and the byways but He taught in the synagogues. A preacher will be ineffective as a pastor and a pastor has no right teaching the word to unbelievers. The taught word to the unbeliever is like foolishness, 1 Corinthians 2:14 states, “But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.” Preaching must be followed by teaching, and then those taught must be released into the harvest or into their specific calling. There are pastors that are also preachers as well as individuals who may be blessed in several gifts. 

It is time the body of Christ wakes up. It is time we learn our role, operate in our calling, and move out into our positions. We need to get out of the four walls and win souls. We need to stop getting obese on the preached word and get some teaching that will equip us for the harvest. Churches do not grow until the preacher begins to teach the saint. When the saint is taught they will go out and win souls and so the church body expands. This is a simple process. As long as the preacher preaches in the pulpit, the body will be seated. Can a preacher become a teacher, absolutely, Let God transition him into the position. Can a teacher preach, certainly, the go ye therefore is meant for all of us.  Go to the church house and be taught, leave and go preach. 
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
