Teetering on the edge
There are too many Christians teetering on the edge of things that are not of God, are not biblical, and they call it scriptural. Too much junk has snuck into the church and we have given it credence and call it Christianity. Perhaps this is one of the reasons why the church is so unschooled in the Bible; we readily accept old wives’ fables rather than the word of God.

If you need interpretation as a believer you must ask of God. Divination by any other name is still divination. 

I feel compelled to write on this because it is occurring far too often. Christians with their little books of symbols are popping up everywhere. The Bible calls this witchcraft, sorcery and such. Then we are no different from the world. With such practices we offer nothing to the world that it can’t obtain for its self.  We must take a stand and draw the line. If God gives you a dream, you who have been given access to the throne of grace through the shed blood of Jesus, can boldly go there for the interpretation. 

If God has not given you the interpretation as yet, then we know that we prophecy in part and know in part. We can wait until He has given us the other part so we can know what He really means. Why do we have members in the church who are so reckless with their faith? Why are they so willing to put on the cloak of shame? You must flee from such things. 1 Timothy 1:4 states to “Neither give heed to fables and endless genealogies, which minister questions, rather than godly edifying which is in faith: so do. “ The answers given to these people leave them with more questions than answers. The outcomes are endless. They are certainly not edifying and do not build one’s faith. I heard someone say today that hair represents sin. I find that odd as growing one’s hair was a part of a Nazarite’s vow and is therefore representative of a person keeping their word. Samson’s hair certainly did not represent sin to God.
