The Getting is in the Bringing
John 15:16 says, “Ye have not chosen me, but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: that whatsoever ye shall ask of the Father in my name, he may give it you.” So why do we wonder how come we don’t receive what we ask of the Father?

We want what we want but no one wants to bring forth the fruit. We think that if we merely have the fruits of the spirit that we are ok with the asking and receiving. What of the fruit from the harvest? The world looks at us like we are hypocrites and God is a liar because He is not delivering the goods we say He owes us. What about the goods we owe Him! We owe Him the harvest. Each generation has its own harvest to bring in but we each have neglected it.

We have been herding the sheep into corrals of Sunday morning church going and the lost have been neglected. But isn’t God concerned with the whole world. “Did He not say, “For God so loved the world.” It is when our fruit remains we are then able to access the asking. When the fisherman goes out to fish he can only sell that which he brought in not what got away. The world is getting away from us and we are demanding that God pays us for them. We must bring forth the fruit.

We are trying to do everything in our own name so we can get what we think we have coming to us. God is saying that He has chosen us to reap the harvest and to ask of Him. So, that means He is telling us the fruit is accessible because He has ordained it for our getting. We are saying I am not going but give me what is mine. The getting is in “that ye should go and bring.” What have we brought? We do we plan on bringing? Our getting is tied into our bringing.
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
