The Divinity of Man


The principal of the Divinity of Man is based on Genesis 1:26a which states, “And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness.” The text clearly states, “Man in our image, after our likeness”, it did not state, let us make gods after our image, after our likeness. It is a queer thing, to interpret such a passage by implying man as gods.
