The enemy is stealing from you
For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end. Jeremiah 29:11
The devil is stealing your thoughts, all the thoughts God has for you. God has good thoughts for you because He wishes to prosper you and not do you evil. This is His heart’s desire for you. You are allowing the adversary to steal them every time doubt and fear comes in. 


Don’t you know that your hopes have already been established in Christ? He came so that the Father’s works maybe fulfilled in you. He came to set at liberty all the Father’s thoughts for you and His expected end for your life. Whilst you are busy allowing the devil to influence your mind concerning the attributes of God (mercy, compassion, grace), he is stealing away your future, your expected end. You entertain angels unawares, but they are not the holy angels of God. You entertain any inkling of superstition; such are abominations unto God. You entertain every issue of humanism and every character flaw that has been redeemed under the blood of Christ. You allow the devil to play with your mind so that you cannot receive a good word even from God.


But it is not God’s will that you should perish or that your neighbor should perish that is why God said we must pray for and love our neighbor as ourselves. In doing so we ensure that Satan does not steal from us as well. Once he steals your good thoughts for your neighbor it is not a far stretch for him to steal God’s good thoughts for you. 


This is how the enemy goes about stealing from you. He steals your time so you have no time for God’s word or personal communication with God. He keeps you isolated from the body of Christ so no one may speak hope into your life or edify and encourage you to pursue your destiny in Christ. You become tired of prayer and so you do not hear from God on a regular basis that you are able to recognize His voice, so you answer to any pretense of God’s voice and so you are deceived. You do not practice charity and benevolence and so when God is charitable and benevolent to you, you do not recognize His handiworks and so you reject them. You do not practice putting yourself in the way to be accessible to God or man and so you miss the opportunities God uses to speak and establish His thoughts for you. 


God wants to do a good thing in you but you are not accessible to Him because you fear His holiness. Yet Christ has imputed to you what you are unable to acquire for yourself. You do not realize that He wants to bless you, not because of your goodness but because of His goodness. He wants to bestow blessings on you, not because of who you are but because of who He is. He wants to establish His good thoughts for you because the very nature of God is good. “If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children, how much more shall your Father which is in heaven give good things to them that ask him?” Matthew 7:11. 


Finally, you have to realize that you cannot out sin God’s love. He did not withhold His only begotten Son, why would He withhold His thoughts for you? 
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
