The Law is Fulfilled


Christ did not come to abolish the law but to fulfill it. The law served the stone no natural good. Written upon the stone it was forsaken and broken and had to be reproduced once again.


God stated that his laws will be written upon our hearts, upon flesh and not stone. It is here that the difference is made. Upon our hearts we will carry it with us where ever we go. The conviction of the law will be in our hearts. This is where God becomes our God, in our hearts. We are transformed from within not from without. 

If the law has been abolished, then what do we use as our plumb line? What will we use as our standard? What gauge will we use to measure right from wrong? The law being written upon our hearts brings conviction. 

Now grace being found in Christ Jesus brings forgiveness and restores fellowship with God. The law points us to the error, but grace abounding much more redeem us from the penalty of the law. So though the law no longer holds the penalty of sin over our heads, it is necessary to know the right and wrong of things.


If you say there is no longer a law because we are in grace, then you are saying that there is no sin. The law points us to sin, but under grace the penalty is abolished in that Christ took our place on the cross. He paid the price for our failure under the law. 


As long as we do not believe that we still live by the law we will continue to live by the standard of the world. “The sting of death is sin: and the strength of sin is the law. But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ” I Corinthians 15:56-57.  God has made it clear; the strength of sin is in the law. The law points us to sin and grace to forgiveness. So, salvation does not come by the law, but through faith. 

“For the law worketh wrath: for where no law is, there is no transgression” Romans 4:15. “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God” Romans 3:23. If the law was abolished then they would be no sin and no need to repent. We would all be saved. We spiritualize the abolishment of the law because we believe in our hearts that He is faithful to forgive us. Yet Paul says in Romans 56:1, “What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin that grace may abound?” 

If then we see no sin in us then we see no sin in the world and so we do not witness, we do not testify, we do not soul-win. When our lives come in line with the word of God we will see the needs of a desperate world. 
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
