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 “And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them” Genesis 1:26-27.

 
These verses states that God made man in His image and after His likeness. We see that this was God’s will and purpose for man. The word “man” is a plural usage for male and female, Adham (Heb.). When this word is used we must realize that God is addressing both genders. So God decided for us to be called man which is inclusive of both genders. 

To put this in perspective we need to understand that being male or female do not mean that we are human beings. Even in the animal kingdom there are both male and female in each species. But God called us man; He separated or identified us separate from those other kingdoms.

Concerning man, God designed or formed us to be specifically male and female. Not as one but that we can live together as one. In Genesis 1:27 we see that God created Adam, male and female and both of these genders was housed in the same body. And God saw that Adam was alone. After He had brought all the animals to Adam to be named, Adam desired a helpmete. 

So God called a deep sleep to come upon Adam and He separated the male and female gender from the same body, Adam’s body. So God made an individual body for the female and He presented the woman to the male, Adam. And Adam said she is the bone of my bone. The flesh of my flesh, I will call her woman for she was taken out of my body. (Genesis 2:23)

From that point on Adam knew the woman.  And God told the male to leave your father and your mother and cleave unto your own wife, female, and become one. That was God’s hearts desire after God’s own heart. So, with this in mind, we can gleam from these verses that it is God’s intent for His creation to be in fellowship with Him, male and female; with Him and with each other. So we ought to be involved in winning the lost to Christ both male and female. These are the mirror image of both God and man.
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
