The new move is on?
The body of Christ has yet to do the old things spoken of by Messiah and yet there are looking and convincing others that God is getting ready to do a new thing. We have been given a great commission to go and preach the gospel and make disciples of all men. Yet we have not gone or we have sent so few and those that we have reaped from the world we have corralled. We have kept them hemmed in telling them they can’t go without the anointing or the covering of the congregation and so no one goes. Everyone is waiting for the new thing they think God is going to do in their lives. But He is still waiting for us to take up the battle call and move out into the old thing so that He can continue the work of building his kingdom. 

In our disobedience we get to be as King Saul taking upon himself the task of priest and prophet when God called him to be an obedient king. We have become willful and disobedient unto the point that we no longer hear form god and every decade someone comes along and tells us that God is making a new move and so the emotions and hype gets build up until it has been satisfied by some other unsound-doctrine one new or fresh hype after another.

We have practice circumventing the will of God so much that we have grown to having itching ears to ease the discomfort of stagnation in the kingdom. But the kingdom work is for the swift and the obedient. No need to talk or spiritualize the will of God but rather we need to just do it. 

 Matthew 28:19 

    Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 

The go ye of the commandment have yet to be fulfilled by the vast majority of the congregation. So many people have relegated their work to a few believers whom they think is more capable than they are for the work. They make every excuse possible not to go anywhere for God. They pray about it but somehow never quite get an answer and many spend a life time waiting but the time never comes. The body of Christ, if we can truly call it that, has spent a lifetime churching. They are waiting for some prophet to come and tell them that God has a special plan to use them when all along God has been saying go and as you are going I will entrust more and more to you. 
 As the time grows nigh for His return more and more people and complacent. Time is dwindling and no one is able to move out of their comfort zone because they are being told to count the cost and while there are counting the spiritual cost of the going they become to afraid to go anywhere. 
What I have learned being on the mission field is that too often people like to execrate the cost and too often people deliberately put their lives in jeopardy when they is clearly no need to do so. A typical example is that when we go to make disciples we must learn to let go and let God continue the work in the new converts. We feel we have to learn our own imprint or that the work can not be entrusted to the nationals or locals with out or micromanagement of their harvest. If we do the job right in the first place and give credit to the Holy Spirit then we have nothing to fear. 

If God calls you to do the work then surely He has prepared your heart for whatever. The “whatever” of God’s plan is not for us to consider but rather simply too remain obedient. If we were to consider the possibilities of all that can happen no one will go and this is really how it is. Count the cost does not mean to consider all the things that can possible happen as a result of going but rather a call to make ready to go. 

It is indeed time to move out, but that is not a new revelation but an old one, still waiting to be done. What we really need to do is identify the gifts in the congregations and make it possible for everyone to function in their gifts. 
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
