The Only Begotten of God

Genesis 2:7 states, “And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.” Adam was the first human to be created and out of Adam came the woman. Adam was not begotten but created. He was formed from the dust of the ground and God breathed the breath of life into him and he became a living soul. The word “formed” is “yasar” which means to squeeze or mould into a shape. It is like a potter who shapes a lump of clay into a form and them puts breathe into it that it them becomes alive. Adam became a living soul after being formed. After man dies he returns to the ground from which he came.
John 1:14 states, “And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.” Now in the case of Jesus, the bible says “the word became flesh.” In other words, that which was alive before in one form became alive in another form. Adam was not alive before he simply became after being formed. Jesus being previously alive in another dimension – the Spirit realm - He was simply transported as a seed into the womb of Mary. When Jesus died He returned unto the spirit realm from whence He came. Adam made of flesh returned to the ground and Jesus of Spirit returned unto His Father. 
Luke 1:35 states, “And the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of the Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore also that holy thing which shall be born of thee shall be called the Son of God.” The power mentioned is a miraculous force, and the overshadowing is exactly that – to cast a shadow over. Remember the recounting of the temple being dedicated and how the priests were in the temple at the time when the darkness engulfed them and they had to flee from the presence of the Lord as found in 1 Kings 8:10-13, “And it came to pass, when the priests were come out of the holy place, that the cloud filled the house of the Lord, So that the priests could not stand to minister because of the cloud: for the glory of the Lord had filled the house of the Lord. Then spake Solomon, The Lord said that he would dwell in thick darkness.  I have surely built thee an house to dwell in, a settled place for thee to abide in for ever.” 

This is the same overshadowing that happened to Mary. The Holy Ghost came upon Mary and she was overshadowed and Jesus became a living person in her womb. He literally became the first begotten one. Adam was formed from dust which contained no life but elements found in life until God breathe His Spirit, life, into him and he became a living soul, but Jesus came from life to life. John 1:3-4 states, “All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made. In him was life; and the life was the light of men.” All things were made by Jesus who was in the beginning and He being the Word spoke all things into being.   

Jesus was the first begotten of God and Cain was the first begotten of Adam and Eve. Jesus was the first life to be begotten into the world – that which was already life coming to life in another form after which He returned transfigured to whence He came, unto His Father.

Just imagine the very concept of life as we know it and see how mighty God is and how thorough He was/is. Which came first the chicken or the egg? Of course the chicken – it came prepared to lay the egg. The animal kingdom was created male and female. The trees came forth after their own kind with such creatures as bees to help pollinate so others of each species could be produced. All these things were created but Jesus was born of a woman. He who was became. “He who was and is and is to come.” 
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
