The Prophet Speaks

The prophet speaks as the Lord gives utterance. Outside of this, the prophet is not a prophet. Apart from God, the prophet has no right to speak thus “saith the Lord.”  It is not even the prophet’s place to interpret the words of the Lord if he has not been given the interpretation. The prophet is not a fortune teller; he is simply a mouth piece of the Lord Jehovah. 

Anyone that calls themselves a prophet of God and speaks apart from the utterance that bubble up within, as the moving of the Holy Spirit, speaks the Lord’s name in vain. It shall not come to fruition for the prophet is a lying prophet.

In other words the plane will not go down with all the passengers because God has destined you to be somewhere. 
Elisha told Hazel’s servant that the disease would not kill the King of Syria, but that he would die and the servant would be king in his stead. The servant returned and took the king’s life. The prophet spoke and the hearer took action. A prophet can write and speak what he/she hears, write what he/she hears, and act on what he/she hears. A prophet who knows a storm is coming will be foolish not to make preparations to avoid the storm or the full brunt of the storm. 
We have no excuse to trust in a false prophet if we take every precaution to understand what a prophet is and what are his/her limitations. God trusted the prophetic to many prophets and not just one.  So many self named prophets claim to know the very heart of God in every aspect of world affairs and in the lives of everyone their encounter. Yet we never see such things recorded in the Bible. Daniel and John the Revelator were given visions but not decisive understanding for the interpretation was being withheld for an appointed time. Be careful how the prophet speaks as God is careful to whom He speaks. 
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
