The Spirit of Joseph and Daniel

Both Joseph and Daniel stated this fact: “And Joseph answered Pharaoh, saying, it is not in me: God shall give Pharaoh an answer of peace” Genesis 41:16. “But there is a God in heaven that reveal secrets, and maketh known to the king Nebuchadnezzar what shall be in the latter days” Daniel 2:28a. You see, it is only God who is able to reveal and give interpretation of our dreams. If we look to any one or anything else, we and they have fallen onto the path of divination and sorcery.
