The Word must be Relevant


The word of God must be relevant to each of your situations. Whether it is needed in your personal life or needed in your ministry it must be relevant. We do not study enough to make the word relevant to ourselves or others. We are at a lost when we are faced with issues. Relevancy is paramount to the effectiveness of the gospel. 


How relevant is your testimony. If you are still telling your story from ten or thirty years ago then it is not relevant. It can be relevant if you have indulged yourself in the word to make your testimony applicable to the now. Jesus after two thousands years is still relevant and applicable. Our story is only that, our story of grace. We must be able to interject Christ into our story to make it relevant.


Jesus is the same yesterday, today and tomorrow. We are different from yester year, today and tomorrow, so we must make our lives and the grace in us relevant. Because we change on a dime in our thinking, our emotions, our habits we must constantly make Christ relevant in our lives. Faith that is not relevant to every situation in your live and every encounter in your life will soon loose its potency. 


The effects of grace do not diminish. The word of God cannot return void, but faith will fail to flourish if the word is not churning in our hearts and minds. We must dress ourselves daily in understanding, crucify our flesh daily with the sword, and think on whatsoever things are of God. 


Relevancy comes with applicability. If I can apply the word, then it is relevant. The word can always be applied but we are ill equipped and inept in applying it. 2 Timothy 3:16 states, “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness.” It is profitable for relevancy. 2 Tim. 3:17 shows us just how relevant, “That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.” You see, relevant for you and relevant to and for others.
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
