They that Wait Shall…


They that wait upon the Lord shall: be renewed, mount up on wings like eagles, run and not be weary, walk and not faint (Isaiah 40:31) Renew, mount up, run, and walk are all actions. In other words the process of waiting brings about action, positive action.


Some how we think in our minds that waiting means we are placed in a rut or asked to stagnate. This is far from the truth. Waiting is a time of preparation. While the eagle waits to be renewed he plucks out his wings and then he patiently waits for the new growth to come in. While we wait we are asked to shed our old feathers as well. Often this can be painful for us. The eagle waits for his new wings so he can get off the precipice. The place of our renewal is not the place where we will stay. The eagle moves on and so must we. We are too long in the pews, on milk, and at the Father’s table while the harvest is white.

We do not like introspection; we do not like God to reveal distasteful details to us about or disposition. We do not want to be washed and dressed in clean apparels. We do not even want to rest in His care while He makes provision for our renewal. But waiting means preparation for the running and the walking. The running may be that you have to flee from the enemy and you need to renew your strength so you will finish the race. Walking may mean that you will have to walk through the valley of the shadow of death and so you will not faint. 

Running may also mean reaching your destiny and still be able to enjoy it, and walking may mean receiving God’s blessings in abundance and you are able to receive all of it and not be overwhelmed. 


They that wait shall…not be discouraged, disheartened, disquieted, dismayed, or displeased. “He giveth power to the faint; and to them that have no might he increaseth strength” Isaiah 40:29. Wait, wait He says, wait upon the Lord. 
“Fear thou not; for I am with thee: be not dismayed; for I am thy God: I will strengthen thee; yea, I will help thee; yea, I will uphold thee with the right hand of my righteousness” Isaiah 41:10.
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
