Thy sins are forgiven thee

Mark 2:8-9 

    [8] And immediately when Jesus perceived in his spirit that they so reasoned within themselves, he said unto them, Why reason ye these things in your hearts? [9] Whether is it easier to say to the sick of the palsy, Thy sins be forgiven thee; or to say, Arise, and take up thy bed, and walk? 

Say, “Thy sins are forgiven thee” to someone. They need to hear it and know that whether sick or in good health their sins are forgiven. To say thy sins are forgiven thee one must be among sinners. One must put self in the way of preaching the gospel to the sinners. 
Mark 2:16-17 

    [16] And when the scribes and Pharisees saw him eat with publicans and sinners, they said unto his disciples, How is it that he eateth and drinketh with publicans and sinners? [17] When Jesus heard it, he saith unto them, They that are whole have no need of the physician, but they that are sick: I came not to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance. 


Go then into the highways and byways and preach to the sinners. As you go others will follow. Let God fill you up anew with understanding. Mark 2:27-28 states, “And he said unto them, The sabbath was made for man, and not man for the sabbath:  Therefore the Son of man is Lord also of the sabbath.” Repentence belongs to the sinners same as the Sabbath was made for man. Our work on earth is to tell someone that their sins are forgiven them. In doing so we release in them the need to be saved and the opportunity to live in the Father’s will. 

Tell someone their sins are forgiven. It is you know! The works of the cross has been completed and we only need to make it known. There is freedom in knowing that one’s sins are forgiven. Then they can feel that they can come to the Father unabashed and unhindered. Many are afraid to approach the Father because of this reason. Once they are told that Christ bridged the gap between us and the Father they are apt to live in His grace. What are you withholding from your neighbor that is necessary to them having access to the throne of God? 


It is still easier to say, “Your sins are forgiven thee,” than to say you are healed. One can be healed and still not feel forgiven. The greater need is forgiveness of sins. A forgiven sick person will go to heaven, but a sick sinner will only go to hell. Is it within you to say, “Thy sins are forgiven thee?” Yes, it is! Jesus said He did what He saw the Father doing. We are to do what the Son did in His name. In so doing we release the Spirit of the Living God to make intercession for that person bringing them to the throne of grace.

Someone is bound because you will not speak. Someone is living a life of sin because you limit the grace of God in your life. Someone is on their way to hell because you think you are not holy enough to bring the light of Christ to them. “Hemolele” that thought and let the King of Peace come in and work through you.
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
