Train to Reign


If you want to reign in the things that God has destined for you then we must train. Allow God to prepare you to take your place of destiny. Too often we want to reign but we are ill prepared to stay in that place. The place of reigning becomes the focus rather than the journey there. If once I have arrived and the process was not an experience of learning then I sit on the pinnacle in disgrace. 


Too many of us are reigning in disgrace. We teach wrong doctrines because we have not trained, we counsel unwisely because we have gained no experience. We do not give God the glory because we think it only cost us something and soon the cross is just a notion. The Bible becomes the relic from which we preach and teach from and salvation was only to us a ladder on to which we climbed up.

We must train, study, pray, intercede, sacrifice, labor, be diligent, longsuffering, and you name it; equip ourselves with the tools to reign with. A surgeon is no good without a scalpel. We are no good with out the sword. Without the sword we rule in shame, by control, manipulation, intimidation, and self cloning. Reigning means that although I am ruling I am doing so efficaciously. 


If you train, then when the appointed time comes to reign, you will be able to maintain your position. Even when it seems that your position is tenuous, it will only be the circumstances that present themselves. God will establish you as He did with David. In 2 Samuel 5:4-5 “David was thirty years old when he began to reign, and he reigned forty years. In Hebron he reigned over Judah seven years and six months: and in Jerusalem he reigned thirty and three years over all Israel and Judah.” David trained all those years while he was in exile. He reigned in part at first and then entirely. Even when David became King he still had 61/2 years to train to be the king of all Israel. Do you see? Some of us just want to sit on the throne and when we get there we have nothing to sustain us.
