Unlocking God’s Mysteries

The mysteries of God are meant to be made known unto all those who receive His Son Jesus Christ into their hearts as Lord and Savior. Jesus said in Mark 4:11(a) that, “Unto you it is given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God.”  


This implies that they are mysteries of God that remain hidden that are only meant to be revealed to the Disciples of Christ. Dr. Spiros Zodhiates, states that the word “mystery” means “something hidden or not quite manifested; some hidden things or secrets which are naturally unknown to human reason and are only known by the revelation of God.” 

This biblical truth is seen in 1 Corinthians 2:7-8. “But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory: Which none of the princes of this world knew: for had they known it, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory.” Had Satan known that the death of Christ would have brought total victory to the redemption of humanity, he would have done everything in his miniscule power to prevent it. 


There are yet many more things that are yet shrouded in mystery and God desires to reveal them to the body of Christ. “For there is nothing hid, which shall not be manifested; neither was any thing kept secret, but that it should come abroad” Mark 4:22. The word manifested means “to be revealed or take the lid off.” God desires to reveal His mysteries. 

Jesus spoke in parables because the Pharisees who constantly pressed in on Him wanted knowledge not for conversion of their own souls, but to add additional constraints on the people. The mysteries of God are to bring about conversion and transformation. This is what Christ accomplished on the cross. 

In Mark chapter 4, Jesus tells the parable about a sower who sowed the word. This “word” in the Greek is “logos”. It conveys intelligence, expressed in words. Logos is the expression of God’s intelligence in words. So Jesus was speaking the intelligence of the Father unto all who listened. “And with many such parables spake he the word (Intelligence of God) unto them, as they were able to hear” Mark 4:33. The mysteries of God are not made crystal clear when spoken in parables. Understanding came only to those who truly sought conversion. 

Mark 4:34 goes on to state, “But without a parable spake he not unto them and when they were alone, he expounded all things to his disciples.” The mysteries of God are often revealed during our alone time with God. God desires to reveal Himself to us, but we spend so little time with Him that His intelligence remains hidden from us. With prayer, fasting, and Bible study, comes into the secret place of the most high, desiring the sincere meat of the word, a broken and contrite heart, a desire for obedience, and a hunger to hear from Him will bring about the act of divine revelation. 


Remember, the revealed mysteries of God are not for personal interpretation or personal use. The body of Christ being fitly joined together operates in unity, edifying and lifting up the entire body of Christ. 
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
