Up Jacob’s Ladder

Understanding the spiritual concept of climbing up Jacob’s ladder should become a focal point in one’s relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ. This is the place from were we take possession of our inheritance in Christ.

According to the great Chinese theologian, Watchman Nee, and his study in Ephesians, the believer’s positions has been defined; we are to sit with Christ, walk in the world (wheat and tares growing together), and stand against the enemy. So you ask the question, if we are to sit, walk and stand “when then do we climb"? I believe that occurs in our sitting position. 

In our sitting position, we learn how to recline/repose. As we learn to sit we become more relaxed, then we are able to recline into a position that is more apt to allow us to rest our entire body; this place of resting, is a state of mind (a window from heaven that blessings are poured out from). This is the position from whence a believer contemplates the deeper concepts of Christ. It is from here we begin our spiritual climb. 


When climbing a ladder we let our weight rest completely on it. We attempt the climb knowing, assuredly, trusting that the ladder is able to bear our total weight. We climb with our body in a somewhat sitting posture, not prone, and feet planted firmly, which makes our climbing effortless. Symbolically, it is Christ who is the ladder or the seat, and he bears all of the weight of the climber or sitter. 


So, it was from the position of resting that Jacob began his climb, and hence had his encounter with the Angel of the Lord. However, one must realize that in the position of climbing, we must consider one significant aspect. As Jacob did, so must we, if we are to arrive at the point of receiving our blessings, or hearing from the Lord, we too must learn when to hold on and when not to let go.
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
