What Must You do?


It is a simple thing to do to be saved. Simply acknowledge that you are a sinner and in need of saving. Ask Jesus to come into your heart and make you a new person.

What you were once incapable of accomplishing before, become a different person with lasting affect, attitude change, moral rightness, spiritual awareness,  ability to love unconditionally, etc., Jesus will begin to do this new work in you. He will impute His righteousness into you. 


Then you must study His word and pray and allow Him to guide you in new directions. As you grow begin to step out in faith and share your testimony of how you came to be saved with others. The more you tell your story the more confident you will become. 


Practice memorizing scripture; make it a daily task to do so. Learn new songs of praise so in times of trials you can be comforted. Attend a fellowship so other believers can sow into your life and edify you. For Pete’s sake, do not become a pew warmer. 


Develop a well balanced Christian walk: personal time with the Lord daily in pray, studying the word, and seeking every opportunity to share the gospel. We have a great calling on all our lives for those who are in Christ. We are commanded to go out and tell others about the love of Jesus. You should practice sowing seeds into someone else’s life. Seeds are words of love, encouragement, the gospel, helping others, meeting a need, expressing the love of Christ to others. Remember, you are the first Bible a person will read. 

Place all your hope in Christ. He can and will meet all your needs. God is not your Sugar Daddy “But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Jesus Christ” Philippians 4:19. God is more interested in your relationship with Him than what you think you can do for Him. You matter to Him. He has forgiven you for all your sins, learn to forgive yourself. 


Ask God to show you your spiritual gift(s). Ask Him to guide you in the use of your gift(s). Give Him all the glory, all the honor, and all the praise. Remember, it is all about Him not us. 

When everything seems to be going against you, stop, find someone to share the gospel with and you will be amazed how quickly things will change. Keep God’s word, all His commandments and stay on the straight and narrow path of righteousness.  “For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous” I John 5:3.
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
