When People Fail Us
One of the most devastating things to happen to an individual saved or not, is when people fail them. Self failure is one thing that an individual can overcome because we have a tendency to know what we are capable of and so we either try again or try something else. 

Other people failing us is something quite different. We have a tendency to place our trust in people we know and so it is like a double whammy; first because we trusted them, and secondly because they let us down. To trust yourself is like saying “I think I can, I think I can, I think I can!”  Trusting others is like saying, “I know they can, I know they will, Oh God please let them.” In actuality they are probably saying the same thing, “I think I can, I hope I can, God, please help me to.”
Nonetheless, in either situation all we have is the hope that we can and that they can as well. We pray that our best efforts don’t fail us and that their best effort will provide us with what we are in need of. Unfortunately, we are taking a chance on ourselves and on others and the probability that we and they might fail at some point is likely.  

So what do we do? Do we become bitter and untrusting of ourselves and others? No! We keep trying and keep trusting, but we have to learn to add an element into the equation of getting help. Without God and only trust in ourselves and others we will be sure to meet failure at some point and often when we need it the most. 

The answer is knowing who to call on, when, and how often. We can call on God every time, anywhere, and as often as we need. When He is the one that align us with the right motivation, the right help or assistant, and for the specific length of time, all will go well. I did not say all will turn out as we want it to but rather all will go well. We see outcomes in terms of “now gratification,” but God see outcomes in terms of eternity and links to other links that repositions us so we can meet a person or other people at the appointed time to accomplish a multiplicity of needs at any given time. 

I might think I am trying to help someone by giving them a place to live, but God might be trying to teach that person a life long lesson on handling hurts, learning new skill sets to care for their own, or realigning them at the specific moment to acquire their own and the ability to keep it. God knows that we might only have to apply some elbow grease because of what we consider a failure, but the other person might finally be getting out of the cycle of failure and endless enabling. 


Do you see what God is doing, sometimes He permits us, because He knows we are willing, to be used to get someone else to a life of stability. It only cost us some inconvenience and discomfort. So, it would now appear that when people fail us it is not always about us. It is no different when we fail ourselves. God is trying to steer us in the direction of our destiny as He is with the other person. We are always one degree away from God’s perfect will; it is our choice if we are willing to be steered. Psalm 37:4 says, “Delight thyself also in the Lord; and he shall give thee the desires of thine heart.” One step away, delight in Him as you labor and He will give you the desire that is His perfect will. He will give us the right desire replacing our tried and failed desires. Failure often brings us one step closer to God’s will. You eliminate your failures and you are that much closer to God’s will.
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
