Who Touched Me?


Jesus said of the woman who touched the hem of His garment that virtue came out of Him. What do we think happens to us when we too are touched if we are truly anointed of God?

Have you ever encountered people who often touch you and leave you feeling a bit emptied, or soiled, or perhaps oppressed? Do you think it is impossible for such a thing to happen to you? Do you think that it is only something that Christ experienced?


The disciples experienced many of the same things that Christ experienced. Why would it be any different for us? You must realize that the world is aware of the dramatic changes that have occurred in your life since you came to Christ. They may not want Christ but they definitely want your anointing which is the power of the Holy Spirit in your life. This is the same anointing that Simon the magician wanted to buy from Peter.
    “And when Simon saw that through laying on of the apostles' hands the Holy Ghost was given, he offered them money, Saying, Give me also this power, that on whomsoever I lay hands, he may receive the Holy Ghost. But Peter said unto him, Thy money perish with thee, because thou hast thought that the gift of God may be purchased with money.” Acts 8:18-20 


Your anointing might not be real to you but it is to someone else. Guard well what the Holy Spirit has imparted to you. Your anointing is your gift that the Holy Spirit will used to draw the lost. Those that touch you may not be seeking healing; they may be like Simon wanting to wield their own power. To Simon’s credit, he repented; it is not always the case with others. I do not believe that a Christian can be possessed but I believe they can be oppressed, or even drained. So, beware of those that seek you out for all the wrong reasons. 
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
