Why God can’t use us


God can’t use us because our righteousness is like filthy rags. We are trying to present to Him our filthy rags thinking that we have received favor because of something good we have done. It is only because of grace that we have acquired one iota. Any thing short of grace devalues what we have.

We think ourselves above someone else because our possessions are numerous, our house is grandeur, or finances are surmountable, or gain is more than what another possess. But in truth, this thinking is what separates us from being used by God. Do you remember the young rich ruler who would not sell all that he had and follow Jesus? This is the same with us. All we have prevents us from being used by Him. 


God can’t use us because inside of the depths of us we are full of pride, judgmental, sell-righteous, and thinking ourselves worthy or else God would not have bless us as He has. How carnal minded is this? We fail to see that it is favor through grace being bestowed upon us, not because of ourselves, but because God is being merciful and compassionate to those who do not deserve it. 


God cannot use us so we exist in a state of a form of godliness. We look prosperous but in actuality we are unusable vessels. Anything that is placed in us will leak out. Anything that is kept in us will stagnate. We say, God here I am but we are only here for the glory. Where God does not get the glory, where we are only in it to impress or be impressive it is all for naught, the efficacy of Christ in our lives is self-fulfilling. He already knows the intent in our heart and so He does not use us. 

We cannot come to God with what we have of ourselves. We must come only by way of grace imparted to us in a garment of favor. Favor means I have nothing worthy to exchange this grace for, it means I am being used because I am a willing vessel. If now what you have is surrendered to Him as well, then the canvas onto which he can paint expands the sight of view. Now you are operating in a larger arena than before. If we present Him with only an account of what we own then we cannot be use and so we become religious and we too walk away vexed, and so God cannot use us because we are unwilling and our motivation is not pure.
