Why the enemy hates us
Ephes. 1:4-6 

    [4] According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love: [5] Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, [6] To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved. 

The enemy hates us because we are acceptable in the beloved. In other words we are highly favored by God because He has chosen us by Jesus Christ. As we accept redemption offered to us by the shedding of the blood of Jesus, we are accepted and highly favored by God. Our status changes and so does our reception. We moved directly into the VIP line. Satan’s position gets pushed ever backward and kicked out of the line. We are elevated to a place where once the anointed Cherub stood. He has been put out of the holy of holies and we have been made to enter in. 

This is why we are hated and hunted. The enemy knows that once we realize our new position with the Lord we would be a force to be reckoned with. What he has thrown away we have been favored to receive by God’s grace. Imagine if we win the lost to Christ what the enemy would be up against. He knows that as long as we don’t recognize our complete new position in the kingdom we will live a defeated life. We will always hope to attain but never realize that we already have all that we need because we are accepted in the beloved. “The Lord is my shepherd I shall not want,” means exactly that, I have all I need so therefore there is nothing I could possible want outside of my Father’s provision.
There is nothing else needed to be completed by God in order for humanity to be redeemed. But in our case we need only to be obedient and receive the gift God has extended to us-ward. One step toward complete fulfillment in God is obedience and one step away from this is disobedience. Acceptance in the beloved is not a process or a twelve step program. It is simply a one-step-program of total obedience to God. This does not mean that temptation will not come but when it comes we only need to recognize that yielding takes us out of our inheritance. It is in this one place that we are defeated – giving in to the desire! 

If we yield to temptation then we have been overwhelmed by sin, but if we yield not then we continue to receive the revelation of God. The revelation of God is what Jesus has restored to us through His death. The ability to walk again with Him as Adam and Eve did in the Garden when God was with them and they were with Him – accepted into His presence. Now we are accepted once again in the beloved so we again can walk with the Father and commune with Him and Him with us. It is the will of God to reveal His self to us. 

This is why the enemy hates us and has been doing all in his limited power to keep us from living in that place of acceptance.
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
