Why we don’t hear

Mark 8:12, 18 “And he sighed deeply in his spirit, and saith, Why doth this generation seek after a sign? verily I say unto you, There shall no sign be given unto this generation…Having eyes, see ye not? and having ears, hear ye not? and do ye not remember?”


It took me a long time before I realized that I should be seeing what was before me and hearing what I was actually hearing. God was giving me signs in the everyday occurrences of my life but I was waiting for some spectacular starburst before I realized He was speaking to me all the while. 


All the while Jesus was feeding the multitudes with heavenly bread, but they did not believe who was walking in their midst until He fed the five thousand with a morsel. It is the same way with us. As we are going about our daily walk He presents to us miracles in everyday terms, but we look pass them hoping to see something outside the realm of what is natural to us.


Every moment walking in His grace should be a miracle to us, but learning to hone in on this gift of walking in miracles takes time and discernment. As we mature, delays becomes appointed times, consistency becomes visitations, and what we see is what He sets before us and what we hear is what He is whispering in our ears. It is all more than just a nominal walk.


I am learning that my down time is my prep time. I am realizing that a no at the present is being scheduled as an appointed time. I sense that something insignificant but repetitious is His way of getting my attention and holding it. I am finally seeing and I am finally hearing. 

Stop looking for the extraordinary and look at the ordinary. Look at what He is setting before you. Listen to what He has put within earshot of you and you might discover that He has been calling you all the while. 

This is why we see the lost everyday of our lives and yet we don’t say anything to them in way of the good news. This is why they don’t hear anything in way of grace. We are waiting to feed five thousand but the ones and twos are falling between the cracks. But the one and twos are the ordinary souls God is trying to alter so He can do something extraordinary with them. 


Perhaps we fool ourselves in thinking we are the one He will do something extraordinary with. But He has already done that very thing – we are saved by grace. See now what He has set before you this day and hear what He is telling you to speak to another.  He has set before you the lost in need of the good news.
