Why would a person who has know little or no suffering need a savior?


I ponder this question as I have recently encountered an old friend that startled me with his philosophical views of life, God and eternity. I have learned from him that life has somewhat been easy. His life experiences have been far from earth shattering as we often find with the majority of the inhabitants of the earth today. Working in the field of mental health, I am astound at the indifferences many people are faced with regarding their mental health issues, needless to say the horrid abuse and neglect that brought them to their state of mind in the first place. Most shockingly is the fact that mental health does not discriminate, it runs the gamete of age, sex, socio-economic, religious and educational boundaries. So, I ask myself the question, why would anyone who has known little or no suffering need a savior.


I am reminded that no man comes to the Father except He draws them by His Spirit. Yet, He is incapable of usurping His might upon any man. It is also by our choice whether we yield to His beckoning or not. If this is true, how would one that has known little despair find he has a need for a savior? Perhaps it is by his view of the world that should compel him to see the need for a savior. No man in a viable boat has a need to use a life jacket, but a man over board will indeed find such a thing useful. However, if the life jacket is on the boat and he is in the water then it is up to that man, not in need, to determine the necessity of that man needing a means of salvation. If he deems the situation needful of a saving gesture, then, he must take immediate action and send forth the life jacket; hence, this man becomes a savior. 

So, I conclude that a man would not find a need for a savior except he is willing to become a savior, find that someone is in need of a savior, or yield to one who says he is a savior.
