You ARE Free!
You are free to speak the good news. There is no other country in the world so free to speak the good news like we are in America. We are hesitant to speak what we know because we think the radio and the television does that for us and so there is no need. Yet the need exist because we have less attendance at Christian gatherings today than in the pass. We send out fewer missionaries, fewer Christians are answering the call to become laypersons, and pastors. We have more prophets, evangelist, bishops, and apostles, than ever before and yet we have less individuals responding to the good news. God used twelve apostles to reach the known world and we can’t seem to reach our community with near two hundred ordained preachers and hundreds of layperson in that one community. So, what is this all about?

It is all about you and me leaving the work up to someone with a title. It is you and I shirking our responsibility. We are commanded by Jesus the Messiah to “go ye therefore.” If our family members are unsaved it is because we have done little if anything to speak life to them. An invitation to church has become the nominal method of soul-winning. We ask the lost to come to church with us and if they don’t we say, “Well, I tried.” No we haven’t. We have done too little and not enough. 

We are free to take the gospel. We are free to go out and take the good news. We are in no need of an impartation or a covering from a pastor or an organized church. Our commission came directly from Jesus Himself. There is no need to say that one has not been released to go. There is no need to say that one must acquire permission from the powers that be before one goes. There is no greater authority and power than Jesus. You ARE free! Just open your mouth and speak life. Speak it to your family, friends, neighbors, co-workers, and all you come in contact with. Do His exploits. 

So you say you lack training. Your training is in the word and sharing the word is no different than meeting a new friend. You just step on up and introduce your self and Jesus. “Hi, my name is Joy, I would like to introduce you to my best friend Jesus,” or “Hi, I am Joy, do you know my best friend Jesus?” So they say, “No, I don’t care to meet Him, or I’m not interested.” It’s not about you, it is about Christ. It is He whom they are rejecting not you. Go to the next person until someone wants to meet you best friend. 
So your place of business will not permit you to witness. Never mind, invite them to your home or shopping, or dinner. Ok, you don’t want heathens in your house. That is ok; when they leave they might not be anymore. They might just be your new brother or sister for eternity. So your family members know that you still have issues and judge your Christianity by your weaknesses. That is ok! Paul martyred many Christians and look what God did with His life. Remember the devil is an accuser of the brethren. Use your weaknesses as a testimony and watch how lives are transformed. People don’t want to know that you are perfect; they just want to know that Jesus can love them in spite of themselves just like He loves you in spite of yourself. Hello! Grace is about unmerited favor. We don’t deserve it but we get it. You ARE Free!
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
