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Text: Matthew 1:1.
           The word, generation, when split in two is: gene and ration. So, it has to
do with the rationing of the genes. The Bible is a book of two generations. We have the gene ration of Adam, the first man. This covers the entire Old Testament. While the New Testament covers the gene ration of the second man, the last Adam, Jesus Christ. 1 Corinthians 15:45-49.
           How interesting it is to me that the book of Matthew which is the beginning of the New Testament opens thus, “The book of the generation of Jesus Christ…”Matthew.1:1. This tells me that the Old Testament really is the generation of Adam, the fallen man. Genesis 5:1. That is why every human being born into this world carries in them the very gene of Adam as his gene has been rationed to every human born into this world. Romans 5:12, 14; 18-19. It is this sin gene that makes us sinners by nature. You are a sinner because you were born a sinner. You are a sinner by nature and not because you sin. Psalms 51:5.
            Every sinner needs the Saviour Jesus Christ. He is the propitiation for our sins. 1 John 2:1-2. 4:10. This means that Jesus, the One who saves from sin and its consequence, is the ONLY ONE who can take out the sin gene from us, destroy it completely, clean us inside out so that there is no trace of sin in us. Matthew 1:21. Romans 6. Then, He reconciles us back to God as though we never carried the sin gene by replacing His own gene in our being. 2 Corinthians 5:17-21. This is what is called translation. It is a supernatural change from one genetic constitution to another. Colossians 1:13-14. It happens without your participation or collaboration just as you did not participate in your first birth. The only thing you did in this second birth is that you deliberately accepted Jesus Christ into your heart. When you did or if you will do that now, this supernatural translation will take place. O what joy will fill your life as you do!
           It is the gene that carries the very nature, essence, character, abilities, complexion, mannerisms, etc. The moment you receive Jesus Christ into your heart and life, you receive His very nature, likeness, essence, character, abilities, complexion, mannerisms, etc. The first man, Adam, carried God's genes in Genesis 1:26-28. He lost it when he sinned and fell from that glorious estate. Romans 3:23. Jesus came and restored man back to that glorious image. So when you receive Jesus Christ, you have His very nature. You look like Him. 1 John 3:2. You are seated with Him in heavenly places. Ephesians 2:5-6. You can do what He did. John 14:12.
           From this day forward, I charge you in the name of Jesus Christ whom you have received, talk like Him, and act like Him. Do what He did. He even gave you a greater goal to do beyond what He did. Go and do the greater works. Heal the sick. Cast out Devils. Raise the dead. Feed the hungry. Clothe the naked. Preach the gospel. Save the rest. These are things He did. Do them and He said to do greater works. Receive the push you need to do the greater works in Jesus name. Amen.
            You can do it. You have what it takes to do it. You have Christ the Anointed One and His anointing in your being. Use it to better your world. Don't keep it inside any more because you will give account of this rich treasure that God has deposited in you. Use it to make disciples of all nations. Use it to make friends from all nations. Use it to make wealth that you can use to spread the gospel around the world. It is in you. It is in your blood. You are genetically enabled!
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
