You Cannot Circumvent the Law
1 Peter 2:13-15 

    [13] Submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the Lord's sake: whether it be to the king, as supreme; [14] Or unto governors, as unto them that are sent by him for the punishment of evildoers, and for the praise of them that do well. [15] For so is the will of God, that with well doing ye may put to silence the ignorance of foolish men: 


The law must never be circumvented to do God’s work. We must work within the letter of the law. The apostles never broke a law in order to convey the gospel. Everything was done in decency and in order. Only God has the authority to circumvent the laws of the land because ultimately He is the ultimate judge of the right and wrong of it. Go back and read again the verses above. 


Remember when Peter was in prison and the angel of the Lord came and loosed their chains and set them free. Yes, it was a prison break! It was divine intervention and only God has the right to do it. There are times that God will tell us to do something that manifest in a supernatural way. I remember reading once about a Christian who smuggled bibles in his car behind the then iron curtain and he prayed, “God let seeing eyes be blind.” Indeed as he got at the border the bibles that were lying in the trunk of the car uncovered was not seen by the guard. It was like nothing was there. 


This occurrence does not give carte-blanche approval from God for each of us to do the same thing. For such a feat divine permission must be given. There are times that God will honor us in a pinch like he did with Elias. 
James 5:17-18 

    [17] Elias was a man subject to like passions as we are, and he prayed earnestly that it might not rain: and it rained not on the earth by the space of three years and six months. [18] And he prayed again, and the heaven gave rain, and the earth brought forth her fruit. 


But we must examine Elias’ life. Was he obedient to God? Yes! Was he a covenant keeper? Yes!  Did he speak as God gave him utterance without adding to it or deleting from it? Yes! So there is a principle for causing God to move supernaturally on our behalf. Revelation 3:8 says, “I know thy works: behold, I have set before thee an open door, and no man can shut it: for thou hast a little strength, and hast kept my word, and hast not denied my name.” Does God know your works that He can act on your behalf when you speak? 


When you are absolutely in His will He will move miraculously in intervening in the affairs of your life.  Just show up where He tells you to. Just speak exactly what he says. Just do exactly what He ask. Watch God circumvent the kingdom of men on your behalf all for HIS honor and for HIS glory. 

“Submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the Lord's sake...” Submit: hupotasso, to subordinate; reflexive to obey :- be under obedience (obedient), put under, subdue unto, (be, make) subject (to, unto), be (put) in subjection (to, under), submit self unto. Submit first to God and then to man. When the church submits the sinner will submit. 
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
