Your Greatest Fears
You think your greatest fear is death and so you neglect the day-to-day issues of life. In actuality, our greatest fears are those things that cause us to lose out on the greater moments of life. The things that we have experienced the most in life that hurt us are often those very things that we are in constant fear of. If all of your life you have felt discarded, you may fear being connected to someone because inwardly you are thinking, “here we go again.” 

We learn to guard that situation so carefully that none can come in and we do not venture out. But that is no way for a child of God to live. God will allow us to face that thing to the point of losing it so we realize it was not a thing to fear. He shows us that we only fear the fear itself. We have to let go of the fear in that thing so we can have that thing in its purest state. Love without fear is staying power. It is within our ability to love without the fear of losing that relationship and to know that if an offense comes it will be met with forgiveness. 
Fear taken out of any equation is your ability to stand by and stand on the object and condition of your relationship; the object being the person, the condition being love. 

Whatever your fear, whether it be losing someone dear to you, losing your job, overcoming a phobia, or fear of failure or inadequacy, it is all the same. Take fear out of the equation, “For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind” 2 Timothy 1:7. You have the power to overcome the fear, God’s abiding love to keep you steady, and a sound mind for self control and rationality. 
Your greatest fear is fear itself and it is on this level that the enemy will afflict us. Once he realizes that thing that we fear most, he will beef up his attacks in that area. So you must trust in God’s assurance that He has not given to you a spirit of fear. The idea of fear is your real fear. Fear is all about separating us from the love of God. It breeds mistrust and unbelief. When this sets in then we are certain that fear runs rampant and we lose hope in Him.
Romans 8:35-39 

    [35] Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? [36] As it is written, For thy sake we are killed all the day long; we are accounted as sheep for the slaughter. [37] Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us. [38] For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, [39] Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 
So, fear has been eradicated by the love of God through Christ Jesus our Lord.  Let your greatest fear fall away. Give it up! You are more than a conqueror.
